
Argiope Argentata 
Araña plateada de jardín



¿Qué es?
La araña plateada de jardín (Argiope
argentata) mide hasta 2.5 cm y destaca por
su abdomen plateado y sus telarañas en
forma de rueda. Las hembras son más
grandes y coloridas. Produce un veneno
con péptidos neurotóxicos que paralizan
insectos. Vive en jardines y áreas vegetadas,
donde controla plagas y mantiene el
equilibrio ecológico. Su presencia indica un
ambiente sano y biodiverso.



La araña plateada de jardín controla
plagas al capturar insectos como
mosquitos y moscas, reduciendo la
necesidad de pesticidas y
manteniendo el equilibrio ecológico.
Aunque su impacto en el suelo es
limitado, contribuye al reciclaje de
nutrientes. Influye indirectamente en
la salud de la vegetación y sirve de
presa para otros animales. Además,
es un indicador ambiental y un
símbolo de biodiversidad en espacios
verdes.
